











Constitution and By-Laws
ASME Student Section at NC State University



Article I.  Name and Objective

Sec.1.  	Organization Name
(a) This organization shall be known as the American Society of Mechanical Engineers (ASME) NC State University Student Section 

Sec.2.	Mission Statement
(a) The purpose shall be the advancement and dissemination of the theory and practice of mechanical engineering, the presentation of proper perspective of engineering work and the opportunity to become acquainted with the personnel and activities of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers national organization as well as to promote professional consciousness and fellowship.
We operate as an educational non-profit organization.

Sec.3.	Regulation of Operations
(a) The relations of the Student Section to the national ASME organization shall be governed by the Constitution and By-Laws of the ASME.

Sec.4.	Non Discrimination Policy
(a) This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of race, color, creed, religion, sexual orientation, national origin, sex, age, handicap, or Vietnam-era veteran status.

Article II.  Membership

Sec.5.	Qualification of Membership
(a) Membership in the Student Section shall consist only of Student Members who have followed the regular procedure of applying for Student Membership and who have been accepted by the Society.

Sec.6.	Procedure for Obtaining Membership
(a) Each application for Student Membership shall be submitted online through the national ASME’s Website.

Article III.  Dues

Sec.7.	Dues Payable
(a) The annual dues shall be $25.00 payable in advance to The American Society of Mechanical Engineers.

Sec.8.	Expense Levying
(a) In the case of unusual expenses, the Student Section Executive Committee shall have the power to levy assessments upon endorsements by two-thirds vote of the membership of the section.

Article IV.  Officers

Sec.9.	Officer Positions
(a) The officers of this Section shall be a Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary, Treasurer, Corporate Relations Chair, Tours Chair, Service Chair, Social Events Chair, Advertising Chair, Food Acquisitions Chair, and Webmaster chosen from those who are Student Members.

Sec.10.	Officer Selection
(a) The officers shall be elected during Spring quarter, for one year, to take office following the conclusion of regular class of the Spring semester.

Sec.11. Officer Replacement
(a) Each officer is responsible for the position’s duties listed in the Appendixes and the title will be in jeopardy if there is failure to honor these responsibilities. Should the a responcibility not be honored for whatever reason, it is up to the discretion of the Section Advisor to appoint a replacement with outstanding achievement and willingness to uphold integrity of the position. 
	(b) Removal of an officer can occur in two ways, at the recommendation at the Section Advisor or at majority vote of the officers. Either occurances are independent and thus only one needs to occur for the removal to take effect.
	(c) Replacement will be made at the made at the Section Advisor’s recommendation and made final by officer approval at the next executive meeting.

Sec.12.	Resignation
	An officer may resign at any point if not able carry out all responsibilities of the position. The officer must submit a regisnation in writing (hard copy or email) specifying the time for the resignation to take effect. No acceptance will be necessary to make such a resignation effective.


Article V.  Management

Sec.11.	Day to Day Affairs
(a) The affairs of the Student Section shall be managed by an Executive Committee, which shall consist of the Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer and also by the Student Section Advisor(s).

Article VI.  Duties of the Officers

Sec.12.	Chair
(a) The Chair shall preside at all meetings of the Student Section, shall appoint all committees subject to approval of the Executive Committee, and assume all other executive duties not otherwise delegated.The Chair shall attend all meetings of NC State University Engineers’ Council Presidents’ Roundhouse, represent the opinions and views of the Student Section at these meetings, and shall report all relevant information back to the Student Section Executive Committee.

Sec.13.	Vice-Chair
(a) The Vice-Chair shall perform all duties of the Chair in the absence of that officer or at his/her request.

Sec.14. Secretary
(a) The Secretary shall keep record of all meetings, inspection trips, and business transacted by the Student Section and report this information to the Regional Vice Chair promptly.  He/she shall act as Secretary to the Executive Committee.  Also, he/she shall cooperate with the Student Section Advisor in obtaining his/her endorsement of applications for Student Membership, and aid in forwarding applications and dues to Headquarters.

Sec.15. Treasurer
[bookmark: _GoBack](a) The Treasurer shall receive all monies for the Student Section, shall pay all bills authorized by the Student Section Advisor, and shall keep an exact amount of all receipts and expenditures and report them to the Secretary of the Society on a form furnished by him/her. It is the duty of the Treasurer to file the annual 990EZ form at the end of budget year (April)

Sec.16. Advertising
(a) The Advertising Chair shall publicize all Student Section events through e-mail, signs, and any other means deemed appropriate.  The Webmaster is also responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the Student Section website.

Sec.17. Social Events Chair
(a) The Social Events Chair shall coordinate and plan all social events of the Student Section.  He/she must work along with the Treasurer and Advertising Chair to stay within the Student Section budget and to advertise all events.



Sec.19. Corporate Relations Chair
(a) The Corporate Relations Chair shall communicate on a regular basis with established industry sponsors, seek new sponsorship, and work with the Executive Council in rewarding the efforts of our sponsors.

Sec.20. Service Chair
(a) The Service Chair shall plan and coordinate all service and charity activities of the Student Section.

Article VII.  Committees

Sec.21.	Committee Creation
(a) The Executive Officers may create and appoint any additional committees they deem necessary, including, but not limited to the following:
· Membership and Member Development Committee
· Field Trips Committee
· Films, Tapes, A/V Aids Committee
· Newsletter Committee
· Contest and Awards Committee

Article VIII.  Promotional Materials

Sec.22. Promotional Materials
(a) Each Student Section is encouraged to develop Promotional Materials with ASME Logo (e.g. mugs, plaques, pennants, tee shirts, jackets, etc.).  Decals, pins, pocket calendars, and other items can be ordered from ASME Headquarters.

Article IX.  Meetings

Sec.23. Meetings
(a) The Student Section shall hold regular meetings.  (Time and place designated by the Executive Committee.)  Additional meetings may be held as arranged by the Executive Committee.

Article X.  Nominations for Student Section Advisors

Sec.24. Advisor Selection
(a) The Student Section shall nominate, when necessary, a member(s) of the faculty, who is a corporate member of ASME, is preferably full-time teaching, demonstrates interest in Student Affairs, and is willing to take on the roles and responsibilities as outlined in Section IV of the Student Section Operations Manual.  The candidate must also be selected from a list of candidates composed by the students and reviewed by the department head and be interviewed by the student members before appointment as Student Section Advisor.  The Head of Chair of the Mechanical Engineering Department should be consulted to determine which faculty members are available to serve as Student Section Advisor.

Article XI.  Amendments

Sec.25. Amendment Procedure
(a) These By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the Student Members, provided the amendment shall have been proposed at least one meeting previous to that time of voting.  Such amendments shall conform to the Rules governing the Student Sections established by the Board of Governors of the Society.


Article X.  Prohibited Activities

Sec.26. Prohibited Activities 
No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of purposes set forth in these articles of incorporation. No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code.


Article XI. Dissolution

Sec.27. Dissolution Procedure

“Upon the dissolution of a corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 ( or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine.  Any such assets, not so disposed of, shall be disposed of by the Superior Court of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, and said the Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.”
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
